* 22.  The Use of Design-Build as an Expedited Delivery Method.  In an ever-increasing difficult atmosphere for public owners to deliver needed projects to the general public, the use of the Design-Build (D/B) method as a Project Delivery Method has become increasingly appealing as an alternative to the traditional system.  The use of D/B’s in New Jersey is still in its infancy stage, but agencies such as New Jersey Transit and the Port Authority of New York and New Jersey have begun to use them on jobs such as the Goethal’s Bridge and the former ARC Tunnel.  The speakers will offer a variety of opinions on experiences with the delivery method including a perspective from the contracting industry that designed and built a project out of New Jersey using this method.

#1.  Building for 2 PATH World Trade Center rapid transit cars that were in the WTC 9-11 station when the tragedy occurred.  The entire train except for 2 cars was completely destroyed.
